Pre-Physician Assistant 
(Bachelor of Science degree offered through the School of Allied Health Professions 

at LSU Health Sciences Center-Shreveport) 

LSUS offers prerequisite work designed to prepare the student to apply for admission to the Bachelor of 
Science degree program in Physician assistants. The physician assistant is a health care professional who is 
academically and clinically prepared to provide health and medical services with and under the supervision 
of a doctor of medicine. This program is a 27-month academic and clinical experience offered at LSU 
Health Sciences Center-Shreveport, School of Allied Health Professions. Applicants to the Physician 
Assistant program are required to have completed 1,000 hours of work experience in the medical 
profession.
