
HISTORY/SOCIAL SCIENCES 
Majors in Criminal Justice, History, Geography, Political Science, and Sociology often pursue further 
studies at the graduate level in their respective disciplines. Traditionally, these studies lead to careers in 
teaching and research. In addition, because of their training in reading, writing, and critical thinking, 
history and social science graduates often pursue legal careers. 
 
The student majoring in the department of History/Social Sciences may elect one of four Degrees: History, 
Geography, Political Science, or Sociology/Social Work. The student majoring in any of these areas must 
complete a core curriculum and elect a concentration in one of four options listed above. Required courses 
specified in those tracks are designed to provide a broad general knowledge in that field. Additional course 
work in political science or sociology may be selected for greater specialization. The Political Science 
major must choose a minimum of 15 hours from courses numbered 300 and above. Those courses will be 
chosen from the primary and suggested courses in the respective concentration. The student should be 
aware that the Department of History/Social Sciences may retain all work written or created as a course 
requirement.
