LSUS offers course work to prepare a student to apply for admission in the Radiologic Technology degree 
at either Northwestern State University, Department of Life Sciences, Natchitoches, LA 71497 or the 
University of Louisiana at Monroe, Monroe, LA 71209. The radiologic technologist is a health care 
professional who will administer x-rays, radioactive substances, and sound waves in the detection and 
treatment of diseases, evaluation of broken bones, ulcers, tumors and a variety of other physiological 
conditions. At least two years of college work in specified areas is required to be eligible for admission to 
the clinical program in radiologic technology.
