Speech Minor: The student choosing to minor in Speech must earn 21 hours consisting of 9 hours of 
COMM 135, 355, 340; 6 hours chosen from COMM 333, 330, 405 or 455; 6 hours of electives from any 
course in the department including the courses listed in the required courses for the minor. 
 
*Theater Concentration: The student choosing to concentrate in theater should see the Chair of 
Communications. This is a degree in which some course offerings are available only at Bossier Parish 
Community College (BPCC) and some are available only at LSUS. Students may transfer no more than 64 
hours from a two-year college outside the LSUS System. Students choosing the Communications-Theater 
concentration should select 18 hours in Theater courses from BPCC, plus no more than 46 transfer hours 
from the other degree requirements. 
 

Theater Transfer Courses: The student should choose 18 hours from the following BPCC courses to 
transfer into the Communications-Speech (Theater Concentration) at LSUS. These courses may be used 
to meet the elective requirements designated above.
