o Officiall (Certified) Birth Certificate or passport with raised seal (we will copy)

o Officiall (Certified) high school transcripts/GED (through Parchment, Mail, E-script)
(type LOUISIANA STATE UNIVERSITY PRACTICAL NURSING in parchment)

e Officiall (Certified) transcripts from any colleges, universities or technical schools

e GPA - 2.8 on high school or college transcript

o Officiall (Certified) scores on standardized testing (ACCUPLACER NEXT GEN,
TABE, ACT); these scores should not be older than 3 years

o A letter of good standing from any nursing programs attended

Accuplacer test is offered at LSUS, go to Isus.edu/continuing-ed/testing-center, complete form
to request test or call Testing Center at 318-798-4177. The test price is $45 for all three parts, or
$15 per part. Students must pass Math, Reading and Language with the minimum scores
required.
