ADMINISTRATOR’S REMARKS	Comment by Burton, Angela: I suggest we change this to say “ADMINISTRATOR’S REMARKS - Chancellor Smith”

·  Thirty positions were submitted to Baton Rouge for approval, 14 positions were approved despite the hiring freeze, including students, graduate assistants, and summer camp staff. The remaining 16 positions have not received a response. 
· The bridge at Pilots Pointe faces a $1.7 million budget shortfall, delaying construction by at least a year or two. 
· LSU Shreveport’s baseball team set a record of 51-0, earning state and national recognition.
· The institution expects to graduate 1,700 students in the upcoming May 16th ceremony.
