TREASURER’S REPORT

· Wayne shared that there is $3,218.23 in the staff senate funds. 
· It was discovered that the Kroger Community Rewards Program funds were being deposited into the Staff Senate account instead of the Pilots Pantry account. All funds have been placed in the appropriate account. 
· The most recent Kroger Community donation was $117.76. We currently have 31 households committed to giving back, so we will continue marketing this effort to increase that number. 

ADMINISTRATOR’S REMARKS

· The Men’s and Women’s Basketball teams both won the Red River Athletic Conference two weeks ago in Alexandria. The national tournament will be held at LSU Shreveport on Friday, March 13th. 
· Launched the Center for Northwest Louisiana Regional Impact and Jessica Hemmingway has been hitting the ground running as the first Director. 
· Undergraduate numbers appear to be up by 9% but is not finalized. MBA enrollment numbers have slightly decreased but enrollment in MHA has increased.
· One of three signs have been put up on East Kings Highway which was courtesy of Coke. Permanent signs will be placed later. 
· LSU Shreveport was ranked number 3 on Niche.com
· SHENIKI: What sites do you use that ranks universities?
· CHANCELLOR SMITH: News and World Report is the most used.
· ANGELA MYLES: What is the purpose of the NWLA Regional Impact?
